From the President’s Pen
Hello everyone,

Even though the riding part of the season is over, your committee continues to work on the day to
day running of the club - the most recent being a meeting with Ken McGrath from the Board of
Endurance New Zealand on the 10" of May at Liz’'s home. We decided to keep this meeting to
committee members due to the time available with Ken and his wife on their way to the Endurance
forum in the South Island.

Below is a summary of the meeting for you to look at.

The committee felt the meeting went well and we were able to put the feelings of most of the club
to Ken as to the sudden increase of fees now expected from the Board and it seems WATRC are not
the only club who disagree with the way things have been happening. Ken spoke on what has been
happening with CTR in other clubs and is very keen to promote the sport and for CTR to be run by
CTR. He is also keen for the CTR North and South Island and National Championships for CTR to be
held in areas that are strong in CTR and looking at ways of getting more Endurance riders to have a
go at CTR.

We were able to get across to Ken that CTR riders were not going to Championships due to the way
CTR has been treated at past events and the distance riders have to travel for a one day event and
the costs involved for CTR riders who weren’t getting a fair deal. | also put to him that even though
the Board gives $1000 to island CTR champs and $2000 to National Champs this money always went
to the organizing committee and was used to run both disciplines not just CTR.

I will be going to the North Island Forum on the 24" in Taupo and am hoping to get some feedback
on the levy issue as well as what other clubs are intending to do. I will also be doing the two day
National Judges course in July in Taupo and the Endurance NZ AGM in Rotorua in July.

If there are any of you wanting to become qualified TDs there is also a course for this as well. We
only have four TDs in the club and can always use more. Please email Caroline Barber at ESNZ if you
are interested or phone me on 063299977 before the 13" June.

I have put two remits into the Endurance AGM as an individual member. These are NOT club remits
as they have to come from individuals now.

1. That qualification for an island championship should go back to the original 2 ride qualification,
and three for Nationals.
The reason for this is | don’t feel one qualifying ride is sufficient to ride in a championship event.

2. That CTR Championship rides be run by a CTR club in an area strong in CTR so as to encourage
riders to compete at this level.

The reason is to encourage riders to look towards this level and to make it our Champs separate
from Endurance.
